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These two partial maps of Cape Town and Johannesburg's wifi networks 
plot some 12,000 of the over 15 million networks logged worldwide on 
WiGLE - the Wireless Geographic Logging Engine. This online database is 
contributed to by individuals around the world - including, clearly, a 
number of people in South Africa - who upload data they've gathered 
using software which detects and locates wifi points.

I intend these images to be intriguing in themselves, with their 
combination of intimacy in the individual network names, and large-scale 
complexity in their combination; but they are also intended to direct 
you to further information about wifi, its rapid spread and peculiar
